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History always repeats itself. Can the proverb be applied to the coming
war in Taiwan strait? In Mao’s era, there were 3 wars in Taiwan Straits.
The battles were not only involved in the two rivals of Chinese civil war.

Indeed, all superpowers then had played crucial roles in reaching tentative

equilibriums. After 35 years war-hibernation in Deng-Team’s age, Xi

intends to re-justify Mao's ideology and is eager to fulfill Mao’s dream of

conquering Taiwan. Although the powers have been significantly changed
over 70 years, the key actors in the coming Taiwan war are almost same.
Would the outbreak of the new Taiwan’s war heavily depend on whether

the old strategies framework is broken?
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
