How to buy a ticket for public transport:  
 
 As the Munich ticket machines can be quite confusing, it is a valid option to buy your 
 tickets online: https://www.mvg.de/abos-tickets/einzel-und-tageskarten.html#  
 Here you can choose between single tickets, day tickets, etc.  

 If you want to buy it at the ticket machines: The easiest way to get the right ticket is to 
 type in your departure point and end destination, the machine will then offer you different 
 ticket-options. 

 

Taxi/Public Transportation to both hotels:  
 
From the Airport, you may take a taxi to Hotel Kriemhild or Hotel Laimer Hof (the ride takes 
approximately 45 minutes and costs 90-100€). 

 
OR 
 
From the Airport, you may take the S-Bahn S1 or S8, and ride 10 stops until “Laim”, then 
walk to Hotel Kriemhild (16 minutes by foot) or to Hotel Laimer Hof (10 minutes by foot).  
(Total of 1 hour and 13 minutes travel, Hotel Kriemhild:

From the Airport, you may take the Lufthansa Shuttlebus (the shuttle passes every 20 
minutes. The following link shows the route the shuttle takes, including departure and 
arrival address: https://maps.app.goo.gl/PrZAr9SzEPLcHtC29) to “Munich Central Station 
(München HBF)” (total of 50 minutes of travel) and from there you may choose one of the 
following options.  
 
From “Munich Central Station (München HBF)” you may take either tram 16 or 17. Get off 
at the stop “Kriemhildenstraße” for Hotel Kriemhild, or the stop “Romanplatz” for Hotel 
Laimer Hof. Get off and walk for 5 minutes to the hotel. (Total of 17 minutes travel, click the 
link for the route: https://maps.app.goo.gl/tGy2HioL9QzSVifv5 , 
https://maps.app.goo.gl/JnhYqGp7vp7HMF8V6) 
 
From “Munich Central Station (München HBF)”, you may also take the S-Bahn to the stop 
“Laim”. It is a 16-minute walk to Hotel Kriemhild or an 11-minute walk to Hotel Laimer Hof.

How to get to the city center from the hotels 

From the tram stop “Kriemhildenstraße” or you may take the tram 17 or 16 to “Munich 
Central Station (München HBF)”. From there, take the tram 19 to the stop  “Marienplatz”. 
(30 minutes travel, click the link for the route:

From the S-Bahn stop “Laim” you may take any S-Bahn in the direction of the City Centre 
and get off at the stop “Marienplatz”. (26 minutes travel, click the link for the route: 
https://maps.app.goo.gl/vBEjNvguRudHzwWY8)

To explore nearby:  

Schloss Nymphenburg: This magnificent Baroque palace, once the summer residence of Bavarian 
royalty, invites you to explore its opulent rooms—most notably the stunning Hall of Mirrors 
(https://www.schloss-nymphenburg.de/englisch/tourist/index.htm) 
 
Botanischer Garten München-Nymphenburg: The Botanical Garden is a must-see, boasting over 
16,000 plant species from around the globe. Its serene and picturesque landscape offers the 
perfect setting for a relaxing afternoon stroll (https://botmuc.snsb.de/?lang=en) 
 
Schloss Nymphenburg Marstallmuseum and Porzellanmuseum: For those fascinated by 
equestrian history, the Marstallmuseum showcases an impressive collection of royal carriages and 
sleighs, offering a unique glimpse into the opulent world of royal transportation. In the same 
building, the Porcelain Museum presents exquisite pieces from the Nymphenburg Porcelain 
Manufactory, where you can admire delicate figurines, fine tableware, and masterfully crafted 
decorative art (https://www.schloss-nymphenburg.de/englisch/tourist/index.htm) 
 
Königlicher Hirschgarten: Renowned as the world’s largest beer garden, the “Royal Deer Garden” 
is the perfect spot for a leisurely stroll on a warm day. Enjoy traditional Bavarian cuisine under the 
chestnut trees or watch the deer peacefully graze in the nearby enclosure 
(https://hirschgarten.de/) 

 

Exploring Munich: 

Marienplatz: Munich’s heart and center! The impressive architecture of the New Town Hall and the 
bustling energy of the square invite you to sit down in one of the many cafés, watch the world go by, 
or pick up a souvenir in the surrounding shops. Don’t miss the famous Glockenspiel show at 11 
a.m. and 12 p.m. (and 5 p.m. in summer) (https://marienplatz.de/) 

Frauenkirche: This iconic church with its twin towers is one of Munich’s most recognizable 
landmarks. Step inside to discover its peaceful interior and climb the tower for a breathtaking 
panoramic view over the city (https://www.muenchen.de/en/sights/cathedral-church-our-lady-all-
about-frauenkirche-munich) 

Pinakotheken: Three world-class art museums in one district. The Alte Pinakothek features 
European masterpieces from the 14th to 18th centuries. The Pinakothek der Moderne showcases 
modern and contemporary works. (The Neue Pinakothek, showcasing 19th century art, is under 
renovation and only opens again in 2030) (https://www.pinakothek.de/en) 
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Lenbachhaus: Housed in a beautiful historic villa, the Lenbachhaus is famous for its collection of 
works by the Blue Rider group (including Kandinsky, Marc, and Münter). Vibrant colors, expressive 
forms – a unique insight into early 20th-century creativity (https://www.lenbachhaus.de/en/) 

Deutsches Museum: The Deutsches Museum is one of the largest and most comprehensive 
museums of science and technology worldwide. Its vast collection spans disciplines from physics 
and astronomy to engineering, navigation, and the history of medicine. The exhibits are thoughtfully 
curated to highlight the historical development of scientific thought and technological innovation, 
offering a rich context for understanding how ideas have shaped—and been shaped by—society 
over time (https://www.deutsches-museum.de/en/) 

Residenz München: Once the royal palace of Bavarian kings, this huge complex is now a museum 
filled with stunning rooms, golden halls, and historic treasures. Explore centuries of royal life, 
admire the intricate decorations, and take a stroll through the lovely courtyards
